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A SENIOR MOMENT  

A Glimpse in the Life of  

Sis. Joyce Ann Bantum 
 

Many of you would have 

never known this, but before 

the pandemic on a volunteer 

basis, Sis. Joyce Ann 

Bantum would come along 

after every Sunday service 

on Wednesday mornings, 

before bible study, to make 

sure the church was ready at 

6 p.m. Bibles and hymn 

books in the pews, any loose paper wrappers 

cleaned up out of the pews, communion cups left 

behind removed, bathrooms having a fresh smell, 

and leaving the atmosphere with a prayer and 

praise that our Bible study would go well. 
 

Born January 25, 1940, in Chestertown, MD, 

Ms. Joyce was a bouncing baby girl to Ellen 

Elizabeth Bantum and Harold Henry. Although 

her mother was present, it was her grandmother, 

Sarah, who raised her and gave her the values 

and fundamental tools in life. When her 

grandmother passed away around the age of 15, 

Ms. Joyce was sent to live with relatives in 

Baltimore. She attended Garnett High School in 

Chestertown but graduated in 1958 from 

Baltimore High School in Baltimore. After 

graduation, she moved back to Chestertown to 

work for a little while before moving to Glen 

Cove, NY to care for a family. Ms. Joyce stayed 

with this family nine months and realized during 

that time she wanted to work in the healthcare 

industry. So off to Bronx, NY she went. There 

she attended college and graduated with an 

Associateôs Degree in Nursing in 1961. She took 

her skills to Mt. Sinai Hospital in Manhattan, for 

her career. 
 

Over the next decade she married twice and had 

four children: 2 daughters, Brenda and Renee 

(now deceased) and 2 sons, James and William; 

14 grandchildren and 2 great grands. Later on in 

life she moved to Delaware. Baptized in the 

Pentecostal church, she always wanted to be a 

Baptist. She would pass by Canaan Baptist 

Church all the time with the desire to one day 

wanting to attend service. In 2015, she took the 

walk and joined Canaan. 

Ms. Joyce loves being around people: recalling 

how she went to her Junior Prom all by herself ï 

just to be around people; giving out compliments 

to people she donôt even know in stores ï just to 

be around people and yes, when she joined our 

Hospitality Ministry she had found her niche 

again--being around people. She loves Rev. 

Bullock and was so appreciative when he 

recognized her work before the congregation one 

Sunday morning in tidying up the church on 

Wednesday mornings. 
 

Working with seniors at ACT (a nursing home in 

Greenville, DE) brought her much joy. The 

hardest thing she had to do was to tell the 

residents she was retiring and would no longer 

be there. Working along with the staff and those 

who lived there created a bond of love and 

friendship and it felt like her second family. In 

fact, if she could spend one day with someone, it 

would be her deceased daughter Renee. Renee 

would finish a sentence before Ms. Joyce could 

start it and could always make her laugh. She 

remembered when she attended Griefshare, she 

told Rev. Cleo she would never laugh again. 

With his help and support, she credits him today 

because she has learned to laugh again. 
 

She did some traveling over the years but seeing 

the Bahamas Island was her greatest adventure. 

If she could go to Florida to visit her son and his 

wife along with their 4 daughters, that would be 

another great adventure. Philippians 1:20-24 is 

her favorite scripture (honoring Christ) and her 

favorite song is ñThere is none like Him.ò Her 

daily prayer is for God to heal her legs or help 

her to understand why the pain is still there. 
 

Ms. Joyce has no regrets in life only that if she 

had a ñdo-overò it would be get her RN license. 

These days reading Godôs Word in the Bible, the 

Daily Word pamphlets and watching TBN on 

TV are her favorite pastimes. Occasionally she 

will take trips with the Rose Hill Senior Center 

and she is a member of the Red Hatters. Her 

words of wisdom to others is ñto believe and put 

your faith in God. Use every opportunity to share 

the Word of God, especially to your family 

membersò. She said, óLift every voice and sing, 

sing with the harmony - Till earth and heaven 

ring.ô

Henrietta Smith Bowers Duterte (1817ï1903) 

Successful Black American ~ Businesswoman ~ 

Philanthropist ~ Abolitionist ~ Social Activist 
 

Henrietta Smith Bowers 

Duterte was born in 1817 in 

Philadelphia, PA. She and 

her 12 siblings grew up in the 

cityôs 7th Ward, where 

Philadelphiaôs notable black 

families lived. Philadelphia 

was the home to the largest 

population of free Black 

people in the North. 

Pennsylvania had become the 

first state to abolish the institution of slavery 

with the Gradual Abolition Act of 1780. 
 

Known for her fashionable capes, cloaks, hats, 

and manner of dress. Henrietta made a name for 

herself as an excellent tailor catering to 

Philadelphiaôs black and white middle and upper 

classes. In 1852 at the age of 35, Henrietta 

married a French-Haitian carpenter, coffin 

maker, and undertaker named Francis A. Duterte. 

The couple had several children, but none 

survived infancy. 
 

Henrietta worked and learned the mortuary trade 

through her husband. Women have been 

caregivers to the deceased by washing the body 

and shrouding or dressing it. In 1859 at age 45, 

Francis A. Duterte suddenly passed away. He 

was an abolitionist and an advocate for womenôs 

equality. Henrietta assumed control of his 

business and became the first female undertaker 

in America. She used her mortuary business to 

do more than prepare and bury the dead. She was 

an agent on the Underground Railroad and was 

perfectly positioned to help enslaved runaways. 

She hid escapees in coffins. She made different 

clothes as a disguise by dressing men as women 

or women as men. Runaways joined funeral 

processions in mourning clothes. Henriette 

realized that white people had a difficult time 

recognizing a slave after a change of clothing. 
 

After the Civil War Henrietta became a 

successful businesswoman ï taking in roughly 

$8,000 per year which today would be $200,000. 

Henrietta had one of the oldest black-owned 

businesses in the nation and continued until 

1935. Her nephew, Joseph Seth, worked with her 

for many years. Eventually, she transferred the 

business to him. Henriettaôs mortuary business 

provided resources to financially support her 

community through several philanthropic 

endeavors. She financially supported the African 

Episcopal Church of St. Thomas located in 

Philadelphia at 5th and Adelphia and paid the 

Pastorôs salary. This church was the first black 

Episcopal Church in the United States and was 

founded in 1792 for persons of African descent. 

Henrietta also was one of the financial supporters 

of the Philadelphia Home for the Aged and 

Infirm Colored Persons, which in 1953 became 

the Stephen Smith Home for the Aged. 
 

Henrietta died in 1903 at the age of 86 in 

Philadelphia. She left an estate that included 

multiple homes, the mortuary, hearses, carriages, 

and burial lots in four cemeteries. She is buried 

in Delaware Countyôs historic African American 

Eden Cemetery.

¶ 1 - 8 oz. block cream cheese, softened 

¶ 1 - 14 oz. can sweetened condensed milk 

¶ 1- 12 oz. container of Cool Whip

1. Line bottom of 9 x 13 with 1 bag of cookies. 

2. Layer sliced bananas on top 

3. Blend milk and pudding mix with a whisk for 

about a minute.

During the month of May, the 

Substance Abuse Ministry 

celebrated Deacon Francis 

Coleôs 48th year anniversary 

with his wife, Addie Cole. 

Deacon Cole departed this 

earth on April 23, 2016. 

Francis became an ordained 

Deacon at the 8th Street 

Baptist Church in 1992 by Rev. Dr. Christopher 

Alan Bullock. 

Francis received his public education in 

Wilmington, DE, graduating from James Groves 

with honors, where he received his high school 

diploma. He then attended the Summer Alcohol 

Workshop at the University of Delaware and 

other agencies and became certified as an 

Alcohol Counselor. 

Francis was employed by St. Andrews Episcopal 

Church as a janitor. However, he was asked to 

counsel homeless men, and substance abusers 

while there. 

In 1989, Francis retired from St. Andrews. 

During that same year, he was asked by William 

Perkin, Director of the Friendship House, to be a 

program coordinator, and Substance Abuse 

Counselor for homeless men. He answered the 

call, became employed and helped organize a 
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Spiritual Base Alcohol Program. This helped 

many men, having 10 to 30 men in meetings, six 

days a week. In August 2003, Francis retired 

from the Friendship House. Still dedicated to his 

calling, he made it a point to continue mentoring 

to all of Canaan, and Ezion Fair Facilitators until 

August 2016. His work was finished; he fought 

the good fight, he finished the race, and he kept 

the faith (II Timothy 4:7). His life, his love, and 

his legacy lives on in us. Francis was the father 

of those who were lost; he was the father to the 

addicted, addict and alcoholic; he was the father 

to the downtrodden, those that were kicked to the 

curb, and the forgotten; After every meeting 

Francis would give somebody a hug, and say, 

ñIôm going to love you until you love yourself.ôô 

To you, Deacon Franny Cole, we know your 

spirit lives on forever, Happy Fatherôs Day, 

shalom.

Note: The 

process of this Substance Abuse information 

must remain consistent for the benefit of clients 

who needs to know the procedures of how to 

prepare themselves for an inpatient program. The 

Substance Abuse Ministry is continuing to 

encourage our clients to get their COVID-19 

vaccine if they havenôt already. Clients who need 

in-patient rehab during the pandemic are still 

concerned about how programs are managing to 

keep the COVID-19 virus under control. As we 

continue to make assessments of the clients, we 

call Christian and secular programs. Most 

programs require that the patients schedule a 

physical with their primary care, and a COVID-

19 test prior to entering the program. 
 

After completing and receiving their COVID-19 

vaccine we will call and counsel clients twice 

weekly. we will also encourage them to attend 

our out-patient phone conference, Relapse 

Prevention Self Help Group, and Overcomers 

Group, which is held every Tuesday and 

Thursday night from 7:00 ï 8:15 p.m. Once all 

paperwork has been completed, SAM will 

transport the client to an in- or out-of-state 

program. Since the opening of the Sheraton 

Hotel, many clients in the New Castle area are 

no longer homeless. SAM is continuing to get 

the word out.
